Today (Friday) we read another penguin story – ‘Penguin’ by Polly Dunbar. At home we would like you to ask your children what they can remember and tell you about the story. Then spend time chatting together about all the things that Ben did to Penguin in the story. Practise speaking in full sentences about what happened in the story so that your children will have a good base for their sentence writing on Monday, e.g. “Penguin went to the moon!” or “Ben put on a happy hat.”

Reception’s Big Problem 20th January 2020�


For our maths work this week we will be looking at estimation and how to estimate how many of something there is. Estimation means having a sensible guess at how many of a certain ‘thing’ we can see. The best thing about estimation is that you can practice it anywhere.


Your challenge this week is to have a go at estimating how many of a thing you can see and then counting the actual amount to see if you were correct. What sorts of things could you estimate? You could estimate how many red cars you will see on the way to school and then count all the red cars that pass you as you walk in to school. You could cut up an apple in to slices and estimate how many slices there are or you could estimate how many segments of an orange there will be before you peel it. Please can you record all the things you have estimated and then record the actual number of things that you count? I look forward to seeing what things you have estimated. Good luck!
