Year 3 2021-2022 
 
Dear Parents/Carers,  
 
We would like to say a HUGE welcome to the new Year 3 children and parents/carers. This is a quick 
update of any changes to routines that you may need to know about how our Bowerham Family will be 
operating in September. With government guidance and in line with the Bowerham Primary and Nursery 
School recovery plan and risk assessment Year 3 will be operating as a Year 3 mini family. This will 
continue until we feel it is safe for the children to begin to mix again as a whole school.  

 
Morning Routines (drop off)  
Moving to Year 3 is new for the children and the parents too. In September our Year 3 children will enter 
school through the lower Key Stage 2 entrance, which can be accessed from the black gate labelled pupil 
entrance from 8:30am with an 8.45am start. This leads to the Year 3 cloakroom where the children can 
then enter their classrooms. As last year, parents will not be allowed to enter the school playground to 
drop their child off.   
 
Dinner time 
We will be continuing with staggered lunchtime. Our lunch time will be 12:00pm – 12:45pm. There will 
continue to be only one option with a vegetarian alternative available on all days. Please see the menu on 
the Bowerham website: https://www.bowerham.co.uk/school-menus/  
 
All children in years Rec, 1 & 2 will receive a government-funded lunch each day which means parents do 
not have to pay for a school meal. However, children in years nursery to year 6 could also be eligible for 
free school meals funding as well. 
 
This will apply to your family if you are in receipt of benefits. We strongly urge parents to complete the 
free school meals form on the school meals page of our website. Parents are encouraged to apply since the 
school will benefit from additional funding, called Pupil Premium, for all those who have a free school meal 
entitlement. 
 
End of the day routines  
At the end of the day parents are invited to collect children from the main playground. The pupil entrance 
gates are opened at 3.00pm with a 3.05pm collection. We ask that parents stand behind the red line 
marked on the playground and children will be sent to the person collecting.  
 
 
 
Transition  
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On Friday, 9th July, there will be summer home learning activities on your child’s current year group 
Showbie account, provided for your children to complete over the holidays. This gives the children some 
routine over the holidays and by completing this work will ensure that the momentum of learning is not 
effected by the 6 weeks holiday. Alongside this learning, there will also be a video where Mrs Thompson 
and Mr Morris will introduce themselves, share pictures and explain what will happen when the children 
start in Year 3 so they know what to expect ahead of transition week. Please check for this on the school 
website https://www.bowerham.co.uk/year-3/ and on Showbie.  
 
Folders 
One exciting new change for next year is your learning journey folder. We would like you to bring in a lever 
arch folder from home, plain or patterned (no characters please) for you to put all of your wonderful work 
in and to give you ownership for your learning journey. This does not need to be done for transition week 
but ready for September.  
 
Reports 
Your child’s end-of-year report will be uploaded onto Showbie, in “My Progress and Achievements”, in their 
current year group, on Friday 9th July. The reports will consist of their front cover, personal comment 
page, curriculum tracker, and their pupil report. The Literacy, Numeracy, and Foundation subject trackers 
will be in their respective folders too. 
 
Kids Club 
If your child is attending Bowerham Kids Club or Casual Club, they will be asked to stay in the classroom 
until they are picked up by the Kids Club. Please keep staff and Kids Club fully informed if there are any 
changes to proposed childcare. We also have a casual care club available if needed. More details about the 
casual care club can be found through the following link:
