	If you are accessing remote learning, here is what you need to do:

	Step 1:

	Log into Showbie and go to the ‘timetable’ folder.
Here you will find the timetable for the week which will tell you what your lessons are for each day.
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		Step 2:	

	You can then start doing the morning’s work that has been set for you by checking the timetable and finding the correct folder on Showbie. Open the folder and you will find instructions from your teacher and activities to complete.
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	Step 3:

	If you have any questions about your work, you can leave a voice note or message for your teacher.  A teacher from your year group will try and get back to you as soon as possible.
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	Step 4:

	A teacher from your year group will provide feedback on your work via Showbie, either written or verbal using the voice note feature.

	







If you are stuck, the answers to these questions might help you solve the problem:

Where can I find my password for Showbie?
Your password is in the front of your diary.

What do I do if I lose my password?
You can ask a grown up at home to call the school office or contact your class teacher via email.

How do I log in to Showbie?
You can log in to Showbie using the app if you are using an ipad or you can log in via the website by typing Showbie into google if you are using a laptop or desktop.

How do I get I touch with my teacher?
Throughout the day, if you have a question, you can leave a comment on your work and one of your teachers will get back to you as soon as possible. They may leave you a message, a voice note or video call you.

How do I complete my work?
You can choose how to complete your tasks. There are many different ways:
 - with a typed comment
 - on paper and upload a photograph to Showbie
- on a separate document (e.g. word, PowerPoint etc) and upload it to Showbie.
- with a voice note
- If your teacher had uploaded a document for you to work on you can pin text boxes and voice note to the document.

What happens if I cannot access Showbie?
