Why are we using Spelling Shed?

» Multiple spelling strategies: Lessons use orthography, etymology, morphology and phonology when
breaking down the spellings of words and focusing on spelling patterns.

» Targeted practice: Teachers assign specific spelling patterns to pupils to practise. Mastery Zone also
presents spelling patterns personalised to children’s needs.

 Increased confidence: Children choose their game difficulty to build their confidence and the game
platform promotes engagement and motivation.

How can you help at home?

* Encourage your child to log into Spelling Shed and play the online assignments set by their teacher.
» Supervise your child when they are using the internet to access Spelling Shed.

» Celebrate their progress and achievements on Spelling Shed.
