Educational Visit/Consent Form:

Please return the enclosed educational visit/consent form with up-to-date details by Friday 19th June.
Trips:

The children will be going on 3 trips during their stay which will incur a fee. We have managed to secure funding for this and therefore there will be no cost to parents. Please see Itinerary in the booklet.
Travel:

Brace yourselves we leave at approximately 3.00am!!! – The exact time will be confirmed nearer the date.
Children may bring a pillow on the bus in order to catch up on their sleep and be more comfortable. We aim to arrive at Dover for the ferry crossing early afternoon and should get to our final destination for roughly teatime local time.

Return: 

We are scheduled to arrive back at school for 9.00pm. If this changes you will be informed via our social media channels – Facebook & Instagram.
Passports and EHIC/GHIC: 

Your child’s passport and GHIC card will need handing over to the school office on Thursday 3rd September. We will then be responsible for these for the entire trip. If your child already has an EHIC card and it is in date they can use this if not please apply for a free Global Health Insurance Card:

Can you please check that your child’s passport is still valid and will be ok for your child to travel on in September. Your child’s passport needs to be valid for at least 3 months after the date we leave for our trip (check the ‘expiry date’)

Entry requirements - France travel advice - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk)
Collective Passport:
Unfortunately, we do not have enough children to apply for a collective passport this year due to the passport office strongly recommending that each child/young person who is travelling as part of a group holds their own passport that meets the entry requirements of the country or countries to which they are travelling. Due to a collective passport no being a machine-readable travel document. This is therefore not compatible with EES. 
Entertainment:

Children may bring anything they wish that will help pass the time the only stipulation is that whatever they bring is their responsibility and should be clearly named. 

Mobile Phones are permitted on this trip as long as the SIM card has been removed.
Food:

Children will need enough food and drink to sustain them on their journey, to include breakfast and lunch. Please make sure that everything is in disposable packaging and in a plastic bag ready to easily throw away. We would suggest that pure juices, fizzy drinks and chocolate are not a good idea; experience of transporting children on trips shows these tend to cause sickness!

Communication: 

We will be in constant contact with School who will send push notifications via ParentApp through the course of the week and our school Facebook & Instagram pages will be regularly updated.  Please ensure your contact details are updated with the school office if necessary.
Medication & Travel Sickness: 
School can only accept medicines provided in the original container dispensed by a pharmacist and must include the name of the child and the prescriber’s instructions for dosage / administration and the relevant medical forms have been completed (more are available from the school office / child’s Showbie account). If your child has a Health Care Plan this will be sent home at the end of June for you to check and make any amendments necessary (a blank Health Care Plan will be sent if a rewrite is needed). The Health Care Plan needs returning to the school office by Monday 6th July at the latest.  If your child develops a condition over the summer that requires a Health Care Plan please email Mrs Banks head@bowerham.lancs.sch.uk
School cannot accept medicines that have been taken out of the original container nor make changes to dosages on parental instruction. Parents have to ensure all medication needed is provided for the duration of the trip – school will not be bringing any medicines that are normally left in school.
